That number after the title is the page you were on when you wrote the article. From here, I would like your paper to be double-spaced, and as always, I would like you to choose a reasonable font – something equivalent to Times New Roman, 12pt. My expectation is that your article will reach, minimally, to the three-quarter mark of the page. That’s about at the “7” on the left side of your screen if you’re looking at the Print Layout view in Microsoft Word. (Here’s the secret directive – email me at mrsheehy@hotmail.com and tell me the capitol of California – it’s worth 5 points.) If you have no email, write it down and bring the paper to me. If you’re using something different, it comes out to be around 250 to 300 words. Don’t skimp too much or your grade suffers quite a bit. This explanation is short – it is not an example of how long yours should be. Make sure you put the works cited at the bottom, though!
