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And then begin your paper with a great attention grabber. I have asked you to write the supporting paragraphs first, but when you finish them, don’t forget to return to the introduction and think of a great attention grabber. When considering an attention grabber, think about that top level in the rising level of reading – those questions about life and such. Thoughts about that kind of stuff make for a great attention grabbers. 


Another thing I’ll mention about the formatting is to make sure you don’t keep those extra spaces between paragraphs. When you double space something and print it out, you use indents (tabs) to mark the new paragraphs, not extra spaces.
